Tempe Substance Abuse Screening Procedures and Consequences 
Related to DUI Screenings


Client is referred to the Tempe Social Services, Substance Abuse Screening Service (TSASS) by Tempe Municipal Court.

Client will complete a profile in OpenCaseWare and schedule a DUI screening appointment within 30 days after the date of the court order. Screening will last 30 minutes to one hour. 

Screening is completed with TSASS Counseling staff which will include questions about alcohol and drug use. Client will be referred to either treatment, education or both depending on the results of the screening. 

ADOT will be notified of your completed DUI Screening. You can access a copy of the screening results and copy of the ADOT notification in your client profile. 

The Tempe Municipal Court will also be notified of the date you completed the DUI screening, the results of this screening, recommendations for education and/or treatment and the DUI education or treatment provider selected. 

Client will have a choice of at least three DUI service agencies to complete the assigned treatment or education program and will sign a release of information specific to the agency chosen. 

The results of this screening and the recommendations for education and/or treatment will be sent to the agency chosen.

Client will schedule an appointment with the chosen DUI service agency while in the screening session (7 days after the DUI screening is completed - AAC).

If client is non-compliant in contacting, attending, or completing the required education/treatment the court will be notified of a noncompliance. The client’s case will be referred back to court for further action.

The cost of the screening is $90.00 paid to TSASS. Payment can be made online via Paymentus or money order made payable to the City of Tempe TSASS. The fees for your education/treatment program will be your responsibility to arrange with the agency chosen. 

It is the client’s responsibility to make whatever financial arrangements are necessary to comply with the court-ordered screening and education/treatment. Client's accounts must be paid in full prior to leaving the assigned education/treatment program. Notice of compliance will not be sent to the court until the account is paid in full.

Upon written notice of successful completion of education/treatment by the DUI service agency, the Tempe Substance Abuse Screening Program will notify the Tempe Municipal Court of completion. 

If client fails to comply with the DUI screening or recommended DUI education and/or treatment, TSASS will notify the Tempe Municipal Court in writing within 7 days of notification of the non-compliance.
