Traffic Study

Traffic Engineering staff received a Traffic Impact Study for the development at 955-965 E University Drive during the
site plan review process. The traffic study has not yet been accepted as the traffic engineering consultant is working
on City comments. From the preliminary study, the Consultant identifies:

e The development is expected to have high transit use due to its proximity to Arizona State University, the
University Dr/Rural Road light rail stop, the upcoming 8t Street Multi-Use Path (Creamer Branch Rail Path),
and Bike Lanes along University Drive.

e 2,408 vehicular trips will be generated by the site on a typical weekday. 155 trips during the morning peak
hour and 167 trips during the afternoon peak hour.

e The current developments have 2 access points along University Drive. The new proposed development
will have one vehicular access point along University Drive and a pedestrian gate with access to 8t Street.
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Condition of Approval

Due to concerns about possible future mid-block pedestrians crossings of University Drive, the following condition
was included by Community Development during site plan review process:

“The applicant shall work with the City’s Transportation Division to execute a written agreement that identifies the
developer’s contribution, not to exceed $150,000, to partially fund a traffic control crossing device on University Drive,
between Rural Road and Athletes Place, prior to Certificate of Occupancy, The agreement shall provide that the
applicant shall conduct a pedestrian study, subject to review by the Transportation Division, which the City shall use
to determine the need of funding a traffic control crossing device along University Drive and near the intersection of
Athletes Place, East of Rural Road related the development at 955 East University Drive. The funds shall be returned
back to the developer and the agreement shall be automatically terminated if the device is deemed not necessary
per Tempe'’s traffic device warrants and/or evaluation.”

Safety along University Drive

Traffic Engineering staff reviewed crash data for University from 330" East of Rural Road to the Athletes Place
intersection. This area was chosen because a 330’ median was installed in 2020/2021 as part of the University Drive
and Rural Road intersection improvement. This area is where driveways have full access near the proposed
development.

The trends were identified in the crash data:

e Total crashes decreased after the median was installed, from an average of 14 a year to 4 a year
e Crashes are most common in the afternoon peak, roughly 4:00 PM to 6:00 PM

Next Steps

o Traffic Engineering staff will perform observations during a typical weekday, when school is in session, in
order to observe potential driveway conflicts and queuing issues from drive-through restaurants.

e Procure pedestrian crossing counts from 4:00 PM to 6:00 PM along University Drive during a typical weekday,
when school is in session. The counts in addition to observations will be used to determine if there are any
short term improvements needed related to pedestrian crossing. As the proposed development moves
forward through construction, staff will work with the development to fulfill the condition of approval.
