A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF TEMPE, ARIZONA, CALLING A SPECIAL ELECTION ON
MARCH 12, 2024, FOR THE PURPOSE OF SUBMITTING THE GENERAL PLAN 2050 TO THE
QUALIFIED ELECTORS OF THE CITY OF TEMPE FOR RATIFICATION.

WHEREAS, the City Council held public hearings on August 10 and 24, 2023, for the purpose of receiving public
input on the General Plan 2050; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council adopted the General Plan 2050 on August 24, 2023 by Resolution No. R2023.114; and

WHEREAS, State law requires that a general plan be submitted to the voters for ratification at a regular or special
election at least 120 days after approval by the City Council; and,

WHEREAS, the Tempe City Council desires to submit the General Plan 2050 to the voters for ratification at a Special
Election on March 12, 2024.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TEMPE, ARIZONA, AS
FOLLOWS:

Section 1. That a Special Election be held on March 12, 2024, for the purpose of submitting the General Plan 2050 to the
voters for ratification.

Section 2. That the following proposition be submitted to the qualified electors of the City of Tempe:

Shall the City of Tempe General Plan 2050, as adopted by the City Council on August 24, 2023 by Resolution
No. 2023.114, be ratified as the General Plan of the City of Tempe?

SHALL THE ABOVE-DESCRIBED PROPOSITION BE ADOPTED?

YES NO

Section 3. That the electors favoring the above proposition shall vote “YES” and the electors opposing the proposition shall
vote “NO”.

Section 4. That the Special Election shall be held in conformity with the provisions of the Tempe City Charter, Tempe City
Code and the general election laws of the State of Arizona.

Section 5. That the City Clerk is hereby authorized to sign the Maricopa County Menu of Services agreement for the
conduct of the March 12, 2024 Special Election, as authorized by contract between the City of Tempe and Maricopa
County (C93-40).

Section 6. That the City Council shall cause the ballot and publicity pamphlets to be printed and shall provide sufficient
number of ballots to conduct the election.

Section 7. Submitting Arguments. Pursuant to Arizona Revised Statutes (“A.R.S.”) § 19-124, as amended, the City
hereby sets the dates of November 13, 2023 through December 13, 2023 at the hour of 5:00 p.m. as the timeline to submit
arguments “for” or “against” the General Plan 2050. Each argument shall not exceed 300 words in length and shall contain
the original, signed sworn statement of each person sponsoring it. If the argument is sponsored by an organization, the
sworn statement must be from two (2) executive officers of the organization. If the argument is sponsored by a political
action committee, the sworn statement must be from the committee’s chair or treasurer. With each argument supporting
or opposing General Plan 2050, one hundred dollars ($100.00) shall be deposited with the City Clerk to offset a portion of
the proportionate cost of paper and printing the argument. The City Clerk is authorized to publish in a newspaper of general
circulation within the City a notice stating the deadline for filing with the City of arguments “for” or “against” the proposition,
for inclusion in the Informational Pamphlet pertaining to the General Plan 2050. A form of the notice requesting arguments
“for” and “against”, including the deadline for submitting arguments, is attached hereto as Exhibit A. The City Clerk is
authorized to revise the form of notice hereto as necessary to comply with all applicable laws.

Section 8. That if a majority of the qualified electors of the City voting at the election vote in favor of the proposed proposition,
the General Plan 2050 shall become effective as provided by State law. If a majority of the qualified electors voting on the
proposition fails to approve the General Plan 2050, the General Plan 2040 remains in effect until a new plan is approved
by the voters pursuant to State law.

WHAT IS TEMPE TOMORROW - THE CITY OF TEMPE GENERAL PLAN 2050, AND HOW IS IT USED?

Acity’s general plan serves as the comprehensive, long-range plan and policy for its growth, development, and
preservation. The Tempe Tomorrow - City of Tempe General Plan 2050 will guide Tempe into the future. The
Plan includes six chapters that address pertinent elements. The Appendices chapter provides background
and data on the topics discussed in the six chapters. The General Plan 2050 seeks to balance land use,
including a mix of residential, commercial and industrial uses, while facilitating multi-modal transportation,
encouraging job growth, and protecting the neighborhoods, historic places, culture, and environmental
characteristics. The plan’s central themes are sustainability and a high quality of life.

Arizona State law requires that its cities update and adopt a general plan every ten years. The General Plan
2050 is an update from the General Plan 2040. The Tempe City Council adopted the General Plan 2050 on
August 24, 2023, following a recommendation of approval from the Development Review Commission.

DOES THE GENERAL PLAN 2050 INCREASE COSTS TO TAXPAYERS ORMODIFY THE DEVELOPMENT
AND BUILDING ORDINANCES?

The General Plan 2050 does not impose taxes, fees or costs on taxpayers. It does not modify the Zoning and
Development Code, or other regulatory building codes.

WHAT IF VOTERS IN THIS SPECIAL ELECTION APPROVE THE GENERAL PLAN 20507

The General Plan 2050 becomes effective after approval by the voters in the special election scheduled for
March 12, 2024. If the special election vote does not approve the Plan, the General Plan 2040 will remain in
effect until a new plan is adopted by the City Council and approved by the voters.

THE GENERAL PLAN 2050 CHAPTERS

The General Plan 2050 provides a vision of Tempe’s future through policies and strategies on a variety of
state-law mandated and additional elements in the following chapters.

LAND USE AND DEVELOPMENT CHAPTER

The Land Use and Development Chapter is accompanied by color-coded Land Use and Density Map that
shows Tempe’s desired general distribution of land uses, including residential, commercial, industrial, open
space, and other uses. This chapter guides the City in directing development to appropriate locations, and
how to manage development to accommodate future changes in population and employment. Note, this
map does not change a property owner’s underlying zoning or use rights. It's a guide map for potential future
growth changes.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CHAPTER

The Economic Development Chapter identifies areas targeted for economic growth and development. It
provides strategies for ensuring that planned development is supported by adequate infrastructure and
services. The chapter discusses various policies and strategies to ensure economic development in the City
to provide high paying jobs in Tempe while maintaining the high quality of life for the residents.



CIRCULATION CHAPTER

The Circulation Chapter shows Tempe’s plan for further developing and integrating a multi-modal
transportation system into the land use plan. The intent is for vehicle, pedestrian, transit, bicycle, and micro-
mobility options to help people move around the City smoothly. The chapter supports Tempe’s vision for a
20-minute city, and for enhancing traffic safety.

SUSTAINABILITY AND RESILIENCE CHAPTER

The Sustainability and Resilience Chapter provides policies for conserving Tempe’s finite resources,
encouraging energy efficiency, managing extreme heat, maintaining a healthy environment, and promoting
sustainability. It also lays out vision and goals related to climate action, land remediation, wildlife protection,
water resources, and waste diversion.

OPEN SPACE, RECREATION AND CULTURAL AMENITIES CHAPTER

The Open Space, Recreation and Cultural Amenities Chapter provides policies for parks, open spaces, and
cultural resources, including urban plazas, sports fields, and recreation. The chapter also offers policies for
music, visual and performing arts centers, museums and libraries to promote local arts and culture.

PUBLIC FACILITIES AND SERVICES CHAPTER

The Public Facilities and Services Chapter provides an inventory of existing public buildings, public and
private services, including education, courts and utilities, and plans to provide for continued access and
delivery of services to meet the community’s future needs. This chapter also addresses how public safety will
be maintained and enhanced to help Tempe residents live a high quality of life.

You may mail your ballot back or drop it off at any voting location or ballot drop box. The last recommended
day to mail your ballot back is Tuesday, March 5, 2024.

Make sure to sign, date and provide a current phone number on your affidavit envelope. In order to be valid
and counted, your voted ballot must be returned in the affidavit envelope provided, signed by the voter, and
received by the Maricopa County Elections Department no later than 7 p.m. on Election Day, Tuesday,
March 12, 2024. Postmarks DO NOT COUNT.

If you need a replacement ballot, call us at (602) 506-1511 before 5 p.m. on Friday, March 1, 2024. You may
also visit any of our voting locations to vote in person until 7 p.m. on Election Day, Tuesday, March 12, 2024.

On Election Day, Tuesday, March 12, 2024, voting locations are open from 6 a.m. to 7 p.m. Any qualified voter
who is in the line of waiting voters at 7 p.m. shall be allowed to prepare and cast their ballot.

IDENTIFICATION AT THE POLLS

If a voter does not have sufficient identification, the voter will be issued a provisional ballot. In order to be a
valid and counted ballot, the voter must provide sufficient ID to the County Recorder three (3) business days
after the Election. Friday, March 15, 2024.
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VOTING ASSISTANCE

Maricopa County voters may request braille or large print ballots by calling (602) 506-1511. Voters who need
assistance due to a confining iliness or disability may request a Special Election Board. Call (602) 506-1511
or email SEB@risc.maricopa.gov for more information and include your Full Name, Residence Address,
Contact Information, and Date of Birth for verification purposes.

Accessible voting devices are available at all voting locations, as well as curbside voting for voters who are
unable to leave their vehicle due to physical limitations. Any voter requiring assistance may also bring a
person of the voter’s choice into the voting booth with the following exceptions: a person who is a candidate
appearing on the ballot (other than a precinct committeeman candidate) or a person who has been employed
by or volunteered for a candidate, campaign, political organization, or political party in that election. At the
request of the voter, two Poll Workers of differing political parties may also assist the voter in casting a ballot.

Country Club Way Bike and Ped Improvement Project
Starting Construction

The Country Club Way project stretches from the U.S. 60 on the north to Warner Road on the south, roughly following the
alignment of Country Club Way. The project will include a 10-foot-wide concrete path, an adjacent equestrian trail (between
Warner and Elliot roads), landscaping, lighting, public art integrated rest node, and a pedestrian-activated traffic signal at Warner
Road. The portions of the project north of Elliot will include the addition of buffered bike lanes, shared-lane markings, traffic
calming, and improve the pedestrian environment and ADA access. The addition of bike lanes will not require the removal of
vehicular travel lanes.

As part of the design process, staff sought feedback from residents in the project area at 6 separate meetings from 2020 to
2021 to understand preferences for various elements of the project including public art, landscape palette, alternatives related
to equestrian trail/concrete path placement, and multiple striping alternatives proposing buffered bike lanes. Ultimately the below
alternatives were moved forward and incorporated into the final design which was bid for construction.

On October 12, 2023, the project was awarded to Low Mountain Construction, Inc. The contractor mobilized on site and began
pre-construction activities which included survey and sidewalk staking. Upon review of this survey work, it was discovered that
there were three short segments along the proposed multi-use path/equestrian trail, between Elliot and Warner, which conflicted
with manholes, drainage spillways, and electrical vaults that would require minor design revisions. After hearing concerns from
residents within the project area, on any proposal that deviated from the original design intent of providing for 4-6’ wide landscape
buffers to screen adjacent homes from the path, staff directed the design team to develop additional alternatives that would
retain the landscape buffers as originally proposed. The design revisions would require the path to either shift west (closer to
the private property walls to the west) reducing the landscape buffers requested by residents, or further east (further from private
property walls) but requiring additional removal of existing trees which was another prominent concern of residents who desired
the protection of existing trees.
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Staff coordinated a meeting for January 25, 2024, to present these alternatives and solicit feedback from the adjacent property

owners. Out of the ten adjacent households, staff received eight responses, all of which indicated their preference to shift the
path further east at each conflict location.

Following the feedback received, staff have directed the design consultant to revise the design based off of the preference for
“option 2” at each location. While the design team works to revise these short segments of the path, the contractor continues to
conduct work along the project corridor. The project’s construction is beginning on the path segment from Warner to Elliot and
then will continue north along the project corridor to the US60. It is anticipated the construction will continue until the Fall. During
construction, sections such as the existing equestrian trail will be closed and fenced off temporarily through the duration of
construction within that segment. It is anticipated that access will be restored to the path area between Warner and Elliot in July,
but this schedule may fluctuate due to crew/equipment availability. Regular project updates will be provided on the project's

webpage to notify of near-term work to be completed and any construction impacts will also be sent to the project area prior to
work being conducted.

Background

The Country Club Way Bike and Pedestrian Improvement Project is identified in Tempe’s Transportation Master Plan, spanning
from Warner Road to the Rio Salado South Bank Path. In May 2016, the Transportation Commission provided consensus for
staff to submit an application for the project to compete for Maricopa Association of Governments (MAG) Design Assistance

funding. In 2016, the project was awarded $82,500 to develop a preliminary project assessment report and design concepts for
a bike and pedestrian improvement project along Country Club Way.
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In 2017, public meetings were held to gather feedback on the preliminary design concepts, and later that year a preliminary
design concept and cost estimate were developed. In 2018, staff submitted a federal grant request for construction funding for
the Country Club Way project from Warner Rd. to the US-60. Tempe was awarded federal grants totaling $6,414,250 to fund
the construction of the project.

In the fall of 2019, the City retained design consultant HDR to develop the final construction plans, specifications, and estimates
for the project. The final design kicked-off, and preliminary design alternatives were presented to the public in 2020. Staff and
HDR reviewed the feedback received from the public and reiterated the design to identify preferred alternatives for the corridor
and address concerns related to the absence/addition of a future pedestrian activated traffic signal at Warner Rd, preserving
mature trees, and the design and placement of the proposed rest nodes. In February of 2020, staff presented the 30% design
plans which moved forward alternatives that created an expanded buffer space between private property walls and the proposed
path, a net increase in new trees which intended to screen adjacent properties from the multi-use path, increased lighting and
visibility at rest nodes, and the inclusion of the pedestrian signal at Warner Rd. Staff also presented this design to the City’s
transportation and sustainability commission for additional feedback.

Common themes from this feedback included the desire for additional shade, drinking fountains, drought-tolerant landscaping
that was not “messy” or otherwise present a hazard to puncturing tires, traffic calming, separation of pedestrians and vehicles,
solar lighting, and materials that would dissipate the urban heat island effect. The design was revised again based off of this
feedback and finalized in 2022 and submitted for review/approval to Arizona Department of Transportation (ADOT) and the
Federal Highway Administration (FHWA). Following their review, the project was authorized and approved, and the City was
enabled to advertise the project for bids. Prior project materials and public input summaries can be viewed on the project
webpage at www.tempe.gov/countryclubwaypath.
