Below are updates regarding the March 12, 2024 General/Special Election, for the week ending March 15, 2024.

Unofficial Election Results for the March 12 Tempe Jurisdictional Election

Unofficial election results have been released by Maricopa County Elections (MCE) and posted on their
Results.Maricopa.Vote website. The first release of results was posted shortly after 8 p.m. on Election Day March

12, and updated unofficial results were released at approximately 5:30 p.m. on March 13. Tempe voters may text
“JOIN” to 628-683 or visit BeBallotReady.Vote to track their ballot and know if it was counted.

MCE will not release another update of election results until Saturday, March 16. MCE staff continues to work on
provisional and other ballots that require additional verification before they can be counted. The last day voters
can cure a signature issue or provide identification for a conditional provisional ballot is Friday, March 15, at 5
p.m.

Election results are not official until they are canvassed. The canvass of the vote, which is the City Council’s official
acceptance of the results, is scheduled for the March 21 Regular Council Meeting.

Swearing in of the Mayor-Elect and Councilmembers-Elect

Given that the primary election on March 12 has become the general election, pursuant to the requirements of
Tempe City Charter, Section 7.01, the one Mayoral candidate and the three Councilmember candidates receiving

the highest number of votes will be declared elected to office. The Mayor-elect and Councilmembers-elect will be
sworn in for their terms of office at the first Regular Council Meeting in July 2024, which is currently scheduled for
Monday, July 1, at 6 p.m.

Proposition 478: General Plan 2050
The passage of Proposition 478 means the City of Tempe General Plan 2050 has been ratified by the Tempe voters.

The new Plan will become effective on March 21, 2024, when City Council adopts a resolution declaring the
canvass of results for the March 12 Election. With the approval and ratification of the General Plan 2050, the
General Plan 2040, as amended, is no longer in effect. The entire plan is available for viewing on tempe.gov/2050.

WIFA Grant Award

Background

On March 21, 2024, Council will receive a
request for council action (RFCA)
authorizing the acceptance of grant
funds from the Water Infrastructure
Financing Authority (WIFA) of Arizona to
be used by the Community Services
Department to reduce non-functional turf
in five (5) City parks and around one (1)
City facility.

Non-functional turf is defined as grass
areas that are eight (8) feet or less,
exceeding a twenty-five percent (25%)
slope, not easily accessible by pathways
or residential entryways, and/or unutilized
due to drainage conveyances, storm
basins, or erosion control.

Public Works and Community Services
departments partnered to apply for this
second water conservation grant from
WIFA for the purpose of conserving
Arizona’s water supply through the
American Rescue Plan Act.

Utilization

The grant award totals $370,118.91, which will
supplement the Parks and Recreation CIP
Fund 63 budget appropriation. Tempe will
demonstrate a matching fund requirement
of $92,629.73 primarily with Community
Services staff hours.

Community Services will utilize the grant
funds to reduce the amount of non-
functional turf located at:

o Campbell Park

e Kiwanis Park North (Romero & Fiesta)
Mary & Moses Green Park
Michelle Brooks-Totress Park
Rio Salado Parks
City Hall complex

Staff will remove 708,891 square feet of non-
functional turf, such as narrow strips that are
difficult to irrigate or located adjacent to
private property, and replace with alternative
landscaping.
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
