Brief introduction to Commission
Agenda Item 5 -- Director for Arizona Developmental Disabilities Planning Council Presentation by Larry Clausen, Executive Director
AZ Developmental Disabilities Planning Council formally known as the Governors Council of Developmental Disabilities.  Council members are appointed by the Governor and serve 3 year terms.  Council meets 4 times a year.  Council develops strategies/ideas and appropriates funds for projects serving those with Developmental Disabilities.  Council also provides information and referrals to families, caregivers, agencies regarding services and information for this community.  12-13 strategic plan yielded 3 overall goals:  #1 Self Advocacy, #2 Integrated Employment and #3 Empowerment Through Information.  These goals encompass projects funded by the Council to meet these strategic plan goals.  Projects are designed to be self-sustaining after the initial funding. 
Agenda Item 6 – Valley Metro Presentation by Communication Outreach Coordinator, Lisa Procknow
Presentation by Lisa Procknow regarding Title VI and how it relates to transportation in this region.  Public meetings set up for March to determine change of service and bus routes to minority and low income public riders and those affected by these proposed changes to bus route changes, etc.  Title VI relates to minority and low income public riders.  Valley Metro is meeting with as many boards/commissions as possible to ensure the proposed plan is heard by the communities served.
Agenda Item 7 – City of Tempe Disability Awards Update

Agenda Item 8 – General Plan 2040 Update

Capital Improvement Plan for upcoming fiscal year includes the development and implementation of an accessibility survey of all City of Tempe buildings.  

Agenda Item 9 – Task Force on Disability Issues 2004

Initiated in 2004, this task force was assembled to address issues and concerns of Tempe citizens related to accessibility with the City of Tempe.  This task force resulted in the position of ADA compliance specialist creation.  The cycle for this type of report is typically 10 years and needs to be re-done in 2014.  The 2014 task force will describe the successes of the past 10 years and the current challenges.  More information to follow in upcoming months regarding task force make up.

Statistics regarding the number of tickets issued to those parking in spaces designated for those with a disability hanger/plates was given to commission.  Future discussion relating to prevention of this occurrence will continue.
