Discussion of difference between fraudulently obtained placards versus parking in violation of current codes and statutes. Discussion regarding general lack of enforcement by the Police Department.  Commissioner Goode suggested the Commission recommend that the City Counsel work with the State to promote a two tiered system of parking placards based on disability.  Chair Mitchell suggested a subcommittee to look into the issues and report back to the Commission.  Commissioner Irene Mochel made motion to authorize subcommittee, seconded by Commissioner Diane Moran.  Subcommittee members:  Chair of the subcommittee is Commissioner Kathleen Goode, members Commissioner Tom Ringhofer and Chair Ed Mitchell.

No action was taken by the Commission but item will be added to March Agenda for possible presentation by Tempe Community Development Office on Uniform Building Codes.
