3.  Consideration of Minutes, November 7, 2013: MCDC – Motion by Paul Bennewitz, second by Tom Ringhofer. Minutes approved unanimously by Commission.
4. Introduction of Michele Stokes, ADA Compliance Specialist for the City of Tempe. Michele was introduced by Ginny Belousek. Michele described her professional career in the City of Phoenix Parks and Recreation Department.
