Rosa introduced Commissioner Powers and said she would forward Commissioner Powers’ extensive resume to commissioners.  Commissioner Powers stated she is an Associate Professor at Arizona State University and has a Sociology degree from University of California, San Diego.  Commissioner Powers teaches education policy and research method classes in the Mary Lou Fulton Teachers College.  Commissioner Powers is interested in Arizona history and has done research on school segregation in Arizona.  Commissioners welcomed Commissioner Power to the Human Relations Commission.
Agenda Item 4 – Challenge Day Update – Jay Scherotter

Commissioner Scherotter and Commissioner Dietz reported that they had a productive meeting last week with Dr. Linda Littell, Tempe Union High School District (TUHSD) Executive Director of Community Relations and Dianne Welling, TUHSD Coordinator of Business and Community Partnerships. Commissioner Scherotter explained that schools are very selective and the competition is great for any 

outside programming.  The fact that funding is not being requested from TUHSD is a huge plus for the Challenge Day program.
The next step is getting a commitment to hold the Challenge Day program from two Tempe High Schools.  Commissioner Scherotter will schedule a meeting with Linda and Tempe High School Principals to secure the needed commitments.  
Commissioner Scherotter reported the required funding had been secured by reallocating Unity Grant resources.  Rosa explained the commissioners will need to discuss and make a decision regarding the remaining Unity Grant funds at the next HRC meeting. 
Commissioner Scherotter expressed concern regarding a Fall 2014 versus a Winter 2014 Challenge Day program.  A successful Fall program would require school counselors and a group of students to begin working on Challenge Day preparations very soon.  Commissioner Scherotter added that the Compadre Academy in the TUHSD would make a good candidate for a Challenge Day program.
