Naming Request for Don Hull

· Atis Krigers, a representative from the Don Hull Memorial Committee, gave a life history of Don Hull.  Explaining why he deserves a plaque overlooking Tempe Town Lake.  He worked for the City of Tempe from 1970 to 1987 and had a big impact on how Tempe developed. 
· Jeff Kulaga, Asst. City Manager. Thank you on behalf of Mayor and City Counsel for hearing this request.  It is a straightforward request to install a plaque at the Marina on behalf of Mr. Hull for his service to the City of Tempe from 1970 to 1987.  A little background, we do have 66 facilities named after people throughout the City.  12 facilities named after staff members and two of those are named after unfortunately a fallen Police officer and a fallen Firefighter.
