Agenda Item 4 - Friends of the Tempe Public Library Report

· Kathy Husser (K. Husser), Deputy Community Services Director - Library Services Division, introduced Larry Conway, Friends of the Tempe Public Library President, and welcomed L. Conway to the Library Advisory Board (Board) meeting.

· L. Conway provided the following report on behalf of Friends of the Tempe Public Library (Friends of the Library):

·    Roy Mitchell, Friends of the Library volunteer, was an honored guest and received an award from Tempe Mayor Mark Mitchell at the 2019 city of Tempe Volunteer Appreciation Luncheon that occurred on February 27 at Tempe Diablo Stadium;

·    Friends of the Library is working to finalize its spring newsletter;

·    Friends’ Bookstore sales continue to grow;

·    Connections Café signage has been updated to include daily hot lunch items and other specials, as well as a monthly calendar;

·  	Connections Café plans to release new menu items including Root Beer Floats and nachos;

·   	Friends of the Library continues to complement the efforts of Tempe Public Library (Library) staff as it partners with the Library and works to promote programming and services that will increase the Library door count;

·  	Friends of the Library has contributed $50,000 since January 2020 to the Library’s Youth Services area remodel;

·  	Friends of the Library is grateful for the efforts of Jolene Gosling, Friends Executive Director, as she works to grow and promote the Connections Café and Friends’ Bookstore.

· L. Conway announced the passing of Jeanne Ojala, Friends of the Library member and Osher Lifelong Learning Institute (OLLI) instructor.

· Teri Metros praised the Friends of the Library and said that she is happy to see that the organization is thriving. 

· Christopher Watts, Library Advisory Board Chair, thanked L. Conway for his report.

· Kathy Husser (K. Husser) reported that she attended the 2019 Public Library Association (PLA) conference in Nashville, Tennessee. 

·    K. Husser attended programs specific to hiring stellar staff, mobile libraries, patron kiosks, and public/community outreach, and intends to share resources with the Tempe Public Library (Library) staff team and the Library Advisory Board.

·    K. Husser met with several vendors and was able to speak with members of the Online Computer Library Center (OCLC).

·  	K. Husser stated that she was grateful for the Library’s training budget and will continue to seek opportunities for professional development as funds and opportunities remain available.

· K. Husser announced that the Library’s annual Staff Training Day will occur on Wednesday, March 5; the Library will close to the public.

· 	K. Husser reported that the keynote speaker is Jonae Harrison, city of Tempe Equity and Inclusion Manager;

· [bookmark: _Hlk20490965]K. Husser reminded the Library Advisory Board (Board) members to save the date of April 14; the Library will play host to its Volunteer Recognition Luncheon that day within the newly remodeled Youth Services space. 

· K. Husser announced the hiring of Laurel Plapp, Adult Services Librarian.

· K. Husser noted that security camera installation is complete at Tempe Public Library (Library); 24 cameras have been placed through the Library campus, including 16 cameras installed throughout the campus’ parking lots.

· K. Husser reminded the Board members that the Library survey link closed on March 1. Library staff members continue to collect responses and will synthesize data to be shared with the Board. 

· K. Husser reported that the Library is closed on Tuesday, March 31, in observance of Cesar Chavez Recognition Day.

· K. Husser confirmed that the Library’s Writing Contest is closed; the Library received 12 submissions for design cover, and 149 writing contest submissions. Awards will be distributed in April at a reception sponsored by Friends of Tempe Public Library and hosted in conjunction with 

Arizona State University.
